Which qualities are necessary for good breeding?

“Passion, perseverance and most of all energy. Work can be physically very demanding. You 
have to spend the night with the future mum waiting for the new comers. You need also to 
be willing to know and understand dogs. To be honest, I started to have success with my sled 
dogs when I started to think like a dog. You can say, “at home you don’t wash your hands but 
your front paws”. Money or profit shouldn’t be the motivation for becoming a breeder. 

Why did you choose ProSeries for your dogs?

What advice would you give to a person that wants to adopt a puppy?

“First, they have to consider their schedule. If they don’t have any time available, it is bet-
ter not to adopt. If the person is living with somebody else, the decision of adopting should 
be based upon a common agreement. The dog breed should correspond to the new owner’s 
personality. The dog is the best mirror of a family. He/she will be raised with the family habits 
and even beliefs. For example, people adopt a puppy to fight their own fear of dogs. Those 
people will be comfortable with their own dog but will still be suspicious of other dogs. In this 
case, their dog will often develop a fear of their canine playmates. This dog can subsequently 
be very protective of his family and that can become an issue.
Once the breed is selected, it is important to select a good breeder. A visit to the breeder is 
strongly encouraged. Ask questions of the breeder and observe the surroundings. Too many 
dogs and breeds are usually a bad sign. It is really important to meet the parents to see how 
your puppy will look . A small puppy will get bigger! The new owner should ask for the puppy’s 
health records and guarantees. 
For our dogs, before the adoption, the puppy will live at our place and will be trained to be 
clean, will be socialized by meeting other dogs, will sleep all night, will learn to deal with ter-
ritorial constraints. The owners of our dogs need not worry about a sleepless first night.”
